Old Business: 
· Common Planning Time- 
*Linda Bruno wrote letter to Assistant SI  regarding CPT and professional development; correspondence between Assistant SI and BWEA about binders revealed that binders were provided to help school get going with CPT, but the idea was taken overboard by building principals. ELEM is asking for a common planning meeting with ELEM reps, John Leidecker, Melinda Theis, etc. If that effort is unsuccessful, fast  rack to arbitration will be necessary. 
*MHHS- CPT team is working;  there is a lack of admin time (15 mins.) CPT meeting time proposal was 35 minutes, which was denied. Assistant SI wants 40. 

*KMS CPT- Teacher driven, but will be on fast track to arbitration if contract is not followed. 

*Colt-Andrews- Math is definitely a needed goal; small group working on grant writing.
